WHAT IF I MISS AN ASSIGNMENT?

Students are able to make work for any excused absence, this includes ISS or OSS. The student has to make up missing assignments within the time frame that they were absent plus one day or they will receive a zero for the assignment. For example, if a student has two consecutive excused absences, they will have three days upon return to school to make up their work. 
It is the students’ responsibility to ask for makeup work and arrange time with teacher to complete their assignments.

WHAT ELSE DO I NEED TO REMEMBER?

SKILLSUSA CLUB—The Skills USA organization is encouraged for providing leadership training and for reinforcing specific career/technical skills and may be considered an integral part of the instructional program. Students will be asked to join Skills USA.
FILM CLUB—As a supplement to classroom projects and lessons, students may join Film Club, which provides the opportunity to create screenplays and short films for competition. Students will also watch school-appropriate films and analyze them through whole group discussion.
FILMS—We will be watching a number of short films, news/event productions, and excerpts of feature films from a variety of nationalities, genres, and time periods. All films shown in class are school appropriate.

EQUIPMENT—Students will be provided with equipment for class projects. Students will only be allowed to check out equipment for class projects only. Students are responsible for the care and safe usage of equipment. Misuse, neglect, lost, or stolen equipment will be the responsibility of students. Replacement costs will be charged.

 
DO OVER POLICY

The “Do Over” is a reassessment where re-teaching, practice, and tutoring must be completed to be able to re-assess.
In order for the student to take advantage of the “Do Over” to improve a major assessment, the following requirements must be met:

·         Attempt the original assessment

·         Prepare for and attend 1 tutoring session with their teacher

·         Complete all assignments that support the instruction prior to the initial assessment

·         Participate in the second offering of the assessment to have the opportunity to replace a grade with a maximum of a 70. (Students will receive the higher of the two grades up to a 70.)

·         Timeline: The “Do Over” time frame is 5 school days from the date the assessment was returned to the class.

o   The second assessment will be the same format as the original assessment but a different version. 
(example- multi-choice format, or essay format)
LATE WORK POLICY
For all classwork/homework/quiz/test/project assignments, 10 points will be deducted from the assignment’s grade each day for late work. Professionalism grades do not qualify under these rules. It is incumbent on the student to make sure they are maintaining responsibility for their work and due dates.
